
Checking out OverDrive Kindle Books 

In order to use your Kindle to download library eBooks, you will need to have your Kindle registered to an 

Amazon account (registration instructions are included below).  Once you select a title, you will be transferred 

to www.amazon.com to download the eBook. Library eBooks can then be delivered to your Kindle device 

either through a Wi-Fi network or through your Kindleõs USB cable from your computer.  The eBooks will not 

transfer to your Kindle on its 3G network.   

On a computer, find the book that you want on our OverDrive site at http://acla.lib.overdrive.com. (On the 

Kindle Fire this can be done through the built-in browser.) Click on the òAdd to Digital Cartó link to the right of 

the Kindle icon. 

 

Once you click the òAdd to Digital Cartó link, you will be taken to your digital cart. Youõll be able to see that 

youõve selected a Kindle book. You also have the option to remove this book from your cart if you have 

selected the wrong title or format. 

If this is the book that you want, click on the òProceed to Checkoutó link.
